 The biggest problems for youth are 

unemployment, insufficient practices 

during education, lack of defined rules 

in the system



Online research by Mental health 

group

 Mental health group conducted the research about the influence 
that Covid 19 had on education process in Serbia and thus mental 
health of youth

 Some of the results: 

 Over 80% of students were not satisfied with online classes held in 
universities and high schools which had negative influence on their 
mental health

 Most of the participants expressed that their relationship with family 
and friends remained the same in pandemic

 85% stated that they would prefer in person classes in next 
academic year and that physical presence has a big role for the 
quality of education

 Our team was part of seminar 

“Mental health and the 

beginning of school year”

 We had the opportunity to 

present the results of our 

research in front of more than 

60 people and discuss about 

the biggest challenges that 
youth faces in Serbia today.
