Movement in Serbia
u Now we have 13 members between 18 and 30 years 

old 

What is our goal?
u Youth Forum aims to strengthen youth activism, 

participation of youth in decision making process 
and promote European values and tradition



Why? (2021)
u According to the lndex of the rule of human rights Serbia is located 

on 81st place out of 139
u According to the National Organization of Youth in Serbia more 

than 50% of young people want to leave Serbia
u 12% of young people believe that life is decent in Serbia and the 

biggest motivation for leaving is not only of an economic nature, 
but also the lack of an organized system.



Activities 
u Regional Ecological Youth Charter 1.8.2020.-31.5.2021.
u To empower students originating from less developed areas, with 

high greenhouse gas emissions, in the Western Balkans to take a 
more active role in their local communities in the context of a just 
transition towards energy production from renewable sources

u To advocate for a more ambitious program to reduce greenhouse 
gases and transition to energy production from renewable sources 
among decision makers in the Western Balkans; 

u To raise the awareness of young people in the Western Balkans 
about the importance and necessity of switching to energy 
production from renewable sources, as well as examples of good 
practice.



Results
• Formation of the Regional Youth Environmental 

Charter with concrete measures for setting up more 
ambitious programs to reduce greenhouse gases, as 
well as their implementation in practice;

• Creation of an online platform to promote the 
importance of switching to energy production from 
renewable energy sources and sharing examples of 
good practice at the local level;

• Increased number of advocacy activities, including 
the promotion of the Regional Youth Environmental 
Charter and the online platform at the event in 
Belgrade.



Street Action- Saving the parks! 
u Urbanization plan of Belgrade 

planned building a new 
business- residency block and 
thus destroying 6000 square 
meters of public park and 
forestry downtown Belgrade

u Youth Forum formed appeal to 
the secretariat for urban 
planning in the Belgrade which 
was signed in the street action 
where the members emphasized 
the importance of saving the 
environment!



Workshop

u Before Europe Day we organized 
interactive workshop in Sremska 
Mitrovica about the opportunities 
that EU offers to the youth, 
importnace of youth policies and 
ways to improve position of young 
people in Western Balkans



Online campaign
u Before Europe Day we organized online 

campaign of breaking the myths about EU in 
order to represent real values of European 
Union

u Some of the myths
u A country loses its identity by becoming a 

part of EU
u A country loses its alphabet
u A country loses its traditional products
u Becoming a part of EU means exploitation of 

work forces in Serbia

stopping the war in Ukraine and 
promoting peace and humanity values

Youth and Human Rights at 
Western Balkans

u Youth Forum had a representative at 
conference Youth and human rights 
at WB, held in Podgorica-Montenegro

u Some of the points that we 
emphasized were the lack of 
adequate practices during 
education process, insufficient 
representatives of youth in decision 
making processes, endangered rights 
of the groups in the risk of social 
exclusion and unsatisfactory position 
of youth in Serbia in general



Pulse of Europe
u We were part of media visit to Albania 

together with journalist representatives as a 
part of Pulse of Europe project

u The purpose of the project was to connect 
journalists and non-governmental 
organization representatives while 
discussing the potential ways to improve 
position of young people in Western Balkan



International Student Week in 
Belgrade

u We were part of ISWiB which 
gathers students from all over the 
world in one week manifestation 
and this year the slogan was 
”Nurish Future” and the focus was 
on sustainability.

International Youth Day
u Conducted the research among youth 

in Serbia about current position of youth
u Results
u The biggest problems for youth are 

unemployment, insufficient practices 
during education, lack of defined rules 
in the system



Online research by Mental health 
group
u Mental health group conducted the research about the influence 

that Covid 19 had on education process in Serbia and thus mental 
health of youth

u Some of the results: 
u Over 80% of students were not satisfied with online classes held in 

universities and high schools which had negative influence on their 
mental health

u Most of the participants expressed that their relationship with family 
and friends remained the same in pandemic

u 85% stated that they would prefer in person classes in next 
academic year and that physical presence has a big role for the 
quality of education



Mental health and beginning of 
school year
u Our team was part of seminar 

“Mental health and the 
beginning of school year”

u We had the opportunity to 
present the results of our 
research in front of more than 
60 people and discuss about 
the biggest challenges that 
youth faces in Serbia today.

Reactivation of Forum

u Due to certain issues Forum was inactive for some time, however on 
19th of May 2023 Youth Forum was reactivated with new members.

u The renewed Forum changed its way of working from a sectoral to 
an overall one.

u This is due to several larger projects Forum had in mind.



BOLD – Youth is (for) the solution

u This is the largest project Youth Forum ever got.
u It consists of two schools (winter and summer)

u The schools will focus on regional and local development, rule of law, 
European integrations, democratization, digitalization, green transition 
and many more.

u This project will include 80 young people (40 per school) from Serbia, 
Montenegro and Bosnia & Herzegovina. 

u The project is expected to reach 300.000 young people in the 
region, and a total of 600.000 general audience.
